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KWA Safer & Friendlier Community Grants 
Information and Application

GRANT INFORMATION 
This grant has been awarded to Knowle West Alliance by Bristol City Council and is funded by the Police Crime Commissioner.

Knowle West Alliance Small Grants fund usually operates a one-grant-per-financial year policy; however, given the exceptional nature of this grant and the larger pot size available, we have agreed an exception to that rule.  Therefore, if you have already had a Small Grant since April 2024, you can ALSO apply to this specific grant fund. 

Primary aim for this funding:  
Projects that aim to promote a safer and friendlier community in Knowle West ie. tackling anti-social behaviour, bringing the community together, building understanding between different groups within the community.  

All projects will need to meet the Safer and/or Friendlier Place criteria listed on the application.

How we are proposing to work: Knowle West Alliance recognises the wide variety of residents, groups and organisations in Knowle West, some who are already doing work to promote safety and build connections locally.  We are following a network approach and distributing this grant locally for grassroots action – we want to give people the opportunity to develop what exists, come up with new ideas and start new projects. 

How do you get involved?  As a Knowle West-based individual/organisation/group/business/school, you’ll complete the simple application form below detailing your community project idea. 
You can apply for up to £3000 for your project.  We will reserve the right to part-fund projects where appropriate in the event that we are over-subscribed.

Projects must be to promote a safer and friendlier community in Knowle West by tackling anti-social behaviour, bringing the community together and/or building understanding between different groups within the community, and will need to take place between March and December 2025.  

The money you get should cover the whole cost of your project; alternatively, you can look for match funding (money from another source) if your project will cost more than the amount of the Knowle West Alliance grant, but this must not hold up delivery (to be completed by beginning of December 2025). 

What happens next?  After you’ve put in your application (by 28th February 2025), our Grants Panel will decide if your project meets the grant criteria.  If we are unsure, we may ask for more information before making a decision.  If your application is successful, we will let you know week commencing 10th March 2025.  We will then contact you to confirm details of the project.

How do you get the grant?  If you are awarded a KWA Small Grant, it will need to be paid by bank transfer to a community group/organisation/business/school bank account with two signatories.  This could also be via a suitable third-party bank account with their permission.  You must keep all itemised receipts/records of spend.  If you are match-funding your project, you will need to have this funding in place before we will release the grant to you. 

Reporting to the funder:  Evidence of how your project has worked and the difference it has made should be gathered and shared with Knowle West Alliance in a timely way.  This could include photos, messages from those impacted by it, videos, news stories etc. These may be shared through our public communication channels so please only provide evidence that you are happy for us to share. By sending this to us, you are giving permission for us to use this to promote local community activity and the KWA Small Grants across our communication platforms.  You may also be required to take part in a video to be shared online.

You will be sent a short grant feedback form which you can complete, or someone from KWA or Bristol City Council Community Development Team can arrange to talk to you about how your project went.  We are keen to support this to be straightforward and not take up too much of your time.
